


ARFF: Auburn Regional  Film Festival: May 23, 2019
Official Entry Form - entry deadline: May 17, 2019 (3:05 P.M.)         NO RESUBMISSIONS after the deadline.

Rules:
1. At the sole discretion of the panel of judges, submissions deemed unsafe (ie; including but not limited to Ridiculousness style footage, violence, etc), inappropriate for school (ie; including but not limited to: violence, sexual content, drugs, alcohol, language…), or that contain copyrighted materials (music, ideas or footage), or is deemed to be disturbing, will be disqualified. At the sole discretion of administrators, footage breaking any part of this rule can/may be shown to the parents of any students involved.

2. Parent/guardian must sign the entry form in order for the entry to be valid, regardless of the age of the entrant.  All Auburn School District high school students are eligible to enter.

3. By signing the entry form, you authorize Auburn Regional Film Festival and/or AHS Vis Com to reproduce your film, or images captured from your film, for purpose of promoting and fundraising for the festival.  This may include, but is not limited to, display on the AHS website, printed materials, broadcast on PSA public access television, or public showing at future events.

4. AHS and the Auburn School District are not responsible for materials that are lost or damaged.

5. The maximum length allowed is 3 minutes – there is no minimum. The panel of judges will not view more than 3 minutes of any entry for judging purposes, likewise, the Auburn Regional Film Festival only agrees to show the first 3 minutes of any entry.

6. No fee for entry. One entry per person per category.  Each entry will only be considered for one category.  Please complete one entry form per film.  Entries will be uploaded to Google Drive – more info to follow. You are responsible to make sure that your entry is in mp4, MOV or other HIGH quality format. We will NOT fix quality or sound issues for you. Your film will show “as is”.

7. Credits must include recognition for all involved in the making of the film and their role in the production.

8. It is the sole responsibility of the student filmmaker to obtain written permissions from cast and other production team members for use of and public showing of this film. Use of copyrighted materials will result in disqualification (and video will not be show) unless proof of permission is attached to the entry form.

9. Submit completed entry form to Mr. Thomas Kaup, AHS Room 101. You may also email the completed form to tkaup@auburn.wednet.edu.  When you submit your entry form you will get the website for uploading your entry. DO NOT wait until the last minute to try and upload.

10. Please consider submitting an 11x17 poster for the film for display outside the PAC the night of the festival!
